spoon -  moon - balloon 

Alliteration – or same initial sound objects or 

pictures:

Beans – bananas – buttons – box – bottle –

Fish – fork – fox – frying pan – five – frog 

 

Mirror – mug – money – mop – marmalade

school – start a rhyme and see if your child can 

continue it – allow nonsense words as well! 

Play I-Spy to encourage initial sound listening
